AGREEMENT

This Agreement between the BOARD OF EDUCATION OF THE TOWNSHIP OF WEST ORANGE
(the Board) and GOLDA OCH ACADEMY (GOA) is hereby made as follows:

1. The Board will offer students at GOA the opportunity on a limited basis to enroll in an Advanced
Placement Statistics class at West Orange High School for the 2011-2012 school year. The
Advanced Placement Statistics course will meet from 7:30 AM to 8:16 AM.

2. Those GOA students who apply for enrollment must satisfy the Board's prerequisites for taking the
class (successftii completion of Algebra II). The selection of GOA students for the class will be at
the Board's sole discretion.

3. Enrollment in the class will be limited to a maximum of seven (7) GOA students.

4. GOA students who are West Orange residents will not pay a fee for the class. Non-residents will
be charged a fee of $800. GOA students who are West Orange residents will be required to submit
to the Board proof of their residency.

5. A member of the Board's technology team will contact GOA to insure that the necessary distance
learning technology is in place. There will be no charge for the video conferencing, but GOA will
need to provide the equipment for the video conferencing. In addition, GOA must provide its
students with textbooks, calculators and all other instructional materials required for the class.

6. A GOA staff member must be available to supervise its students during all instructional periods. A
GOA staff member will also be present during the administration of testing.

7. Homework assignments, quizzes and tests will be posted on Edmodo. The West Orange High

PURPOSE: To provide employees of the West Orange Board of Education a procedure by
which they can seek a remedy for alleged violations related to discrimination on the basis of
race, color, creed, religion, national origin, ancestry, age, marital status, affectational or
sexual orientation or sex, social or economic status, or disability.

1. In keeping with federal/state anti-discrimination legislation, the Board of Education has
adopted and hereby publishes the Grievance Procedure provided for the resolution of student,
employee, and parent complaints.

2. This procedure is intended to facilitate an equitable and just resolution of a dispute at
the most immediate level and should be implemented in an informal manner.

3. Every reasonable effort will be made to expedite the process in the interest of a prompt
resolution.

4. All participants in the procedure will respect the confidentiality that this District accords
to information about individual employees.

DEFINITION:

PROCEDURE:
Step 1. A complainant who believes that he/she has been harmed or adversely affected by

a discriminatory practice or act prohibited by law and/or policy shall discuss the
matter with his/her immediate supervisor in an attempt to resolve the matter
informally.

Step 2. If the matter is not resolved to the satisfaction of the complainant, the complainant
may submit a written complaint to the Affirmative Action Officer. The complaint
will include:

a. The complainant's name and address,
b. The specific act or practice that the complainant complains of,
c. The school employee, if any, responsible for the allegedly discriminatory act,
d. The results of discussions conducted in accordance with Stepi, and
e. The reasons why those results are not satisfactory.



Step 3. The Affirmative Action Officer will investigate the matter informally and will
respond to the complaint in writing after receipt of the written complaint. A copy
of the complaint and the response will be forwarded to the Superintendent.

Step 4. The response of the Affirmative Action Officer may be appealed to the
Superintendent by the complainant in writing. The appeal will include the original
complaint, the action taken to resolve the complaint, and the complainant's reason
for rejecting the response. A copy of the appeal must be given to the staff member
alleged to have acted discriminatorily.

Step 5. Upon the complainant's request, the complainant will be given an informal hearing
before the Superintendent. The Superintendent may also require the presence at
the hearing of the staff member charged with a discriminatory act and any other
person with knowledge of the act that is being reviewed.

Step 6. The Superintendent will render a written decision after the appeal was filed or the
hearing was held. Copies of the decision will be given to all parties.

Step 7. The complainant may appeal the Superintendent's decision to the Board by filing a
written appeal with the Board Secretary after receipt of the Superintendent's
decision. The appeal shall include:

a. The original complaint,
b. The response to the complaint, or a summary of actions taken
c. The Superintendent's decision,
d. A transcript of the hearing, if one has been made, or a summary of the hearing to
which all parties have consented, and
e. The complainant's reason for believing the Superintendent's decision should be
changed.

Step 8. A copy of the appeal to the Board must be given to the staff member.

Step 9. The Board will review all papers submitted and may render a decision on the basis
of the proceedings below. If the complainant so requests, the Board may convene a
hearing, at which all parties may be represented by counsel and may present and
examine witnesses, who will testify under oath.

Step 10. The Board will render a written decision after the appeal was filed or the hearing
held, which ever occurred later. Copies of the decision will be given to all parties.

Administrative Support for Italian language program
The West Orange world language program is designed to enable all students to achieve communicative
proficiency in at least one other language by Grade 12. Our district is a large socio-economically diverse
community of 11 schools which is located 15 miles west of New York City. On May 7, 2010, the West Orange
Public Schools! World Languages Department was recognized as one of four districts in the state of New Jersey
with an exemplary world languages program by the New Jersey Department of Education. This special
recognition was also awarded on May 8, 2008.

Currently, our district offers Italian in grades 8-12. Our program has become very popular due to the teaching and
assessing of our students through the ACTFL (American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages)
proficiency model. Knowing how, when, and why to say what to whom is the key to successful communication. Thus,
the world languages program is student-centered, stressing meaningful interpersonal communication. Students
learn to communicate about, understand, and interpret spoken or written Italian on a variety of topics in authentic
settings.

Culture is an integral part of learning Italian. When students explore the cultures associated with the Italian-
speaking world, they are exposed to the perspectives, practices and products of various societies. Reflection on
the cultural aspects of a society gives students the opportunity to gain insight into their own cultures and
languages. In addition, when students compare and contrast languages and cultures, cultural knowledge is gained,
which in turn promotes understanding and respect for diversity. Our annual "Serrata Italiana" or Italian night
hosts guest speakers from different Italian organizations. Members from LTNICO, Seton Hall University and the
Coccia Foundation in New Jersey are constant supporters of our program.

The study of another language enhances the students' overall education in many ways. Second language
acquisition develops the skills and habits essential to the learning process. Research suggests that elementary
students are particularly receptive to learning languages and exploring cultures. Students who begin the study of
other languages at an early age are more likely to acquire language naturally and be more tolerant of differences
among cultures. Furthermore, studies have indicated that early language learning promotes overall cognitive
growth. Therefore, our goal is to continue to offer Italian at grade 8 with the hopes of expanding the program in
the future to grades 6 and 7.

Providing a communicative approach, Italian level 1 uses authentic materials such as, literature, song and film as
centerpieces for four thematic units. Language skills and cultural information are not taught in isolation; they are
taught within learning situations that mirror real life communication. This year our students participated in the
lACE sponsored Cinderella Opera and benefited by our guest opera speakers at each of our middle school
assemblies.

Communication and Cultural understanding, the key concepts for New Jersey's Core Curriculum Content
Standards for World Languages are addressed in each unit's content. Comparisons, Communities and
Connections, additional world language standards included in the national standards, are also considered as the
basis for activities that relate to and enhance the thematic units.

Funding
Our Italian program currently has three highly qualified full-time teachers and one who splits her teaching
assignment between Spanish and Italian. This teacher is highly qualified in both languages. Since our program,
continues to grow, next year we plan to have four full time teachers. Two out of the four teachers will be itinerant
teachers who begin their morning at each of our middle schools, Liberty and Roosevelt Middle Schools and then
commute to West Orange High School, where they complete their day. By adding another teacher of Italian, we
will continue to strengthen our growth in the middle school area and provide tutoring after school for those
students who require additional reinforcement of the language.

If funding is not available for the additional teacher of Italian, we will continue to offer Italian at the middle
school and the high school. However, our class sizes will increase to over 30 students in each section. Additional
funding will be sought from the Coccia Foundation and other Italian American societies to maintain the level of
success in which our students have learned Italian. As former recipients of grants from lACE, we are very
grateful for the continued support that we have received and for partnering with our school district to ensure the
success and the future of our Italian program. We respectfully request your assistance again to keep the Italian
program vibrant and meaningful to our students.

The West Orange Public Schools educate approximately 6300 students in seven elementary
schools, three middle schools, and one high school. West Orange, New Jersey is a suburban
community 20 miles west of New York City, with approximately 46000 residents. The population
is culturally diverse and spans all economic strata.

-Experience with world language instruction in the district
The West Orange Public Schools' World Languages Program has been recognized by the New

Jersey Department of Education (NJ-DOE) as a model school district in the state with an
exemplary world languages program. This recognition is effective throughout the year 2012. This
is the second two-year period in a row we receive this recognition from the DOE. This is due to
our philosophy in the way we teach languages, through a communicative approach based on the
ACTFL (American Council on Teaching Foreign Languages) proficiency guidelines and the 2009
New Jersey Core Curriculum Content Standards. Our current World Languages program offers
Spanish at the elementary level. In grades K-l, students are immersed in comprehensible input
through the Salsa video program for 30 minutes a week. In grades 2-5, students receive instruction
from a certified Spanish teacher twice a week for a total of 75 minutes. In grade 6 Spanish is
taught every other day for the entire academic year. Students receive 82 - 123 minutes a week of
instruction in Spanish. In grade 7, students receive Spanish for one marking period. In grade 8,
students who qualify to take a World Language, based on their NJ ASK reading scores, take the
level 1 course of their choice. The choices are Chinese, French, Italian, and Spanish. In grade 8,
World Languages classes meet every day for 46 minutes and transition to level 2 at the high school.

When students take level one Chinese, French, Italian, or Spanish in the 8th grade, a five-year
sequence is available at the High School. Advanced Placement language and literature courses are
the culminating Chinese, French, and Spanish options. Currently, Italian 5 is available. In
September 2011, we will begin offering AP level Italian. Heritage Spanish at the beginner,
intermediate, and pre-advanced levels are courses available for students who are heritage Spanish
learners.

- Community interest in having courses of Italian language and culture
Historically, there ha been a large Italian-American population in this community and, as such, the
community has been accepting of the Italian language and culture. The Italian language program
in our school district has always been very popular. This is evidenced by our current enrollment at
the middle and high school levels. Annually, our Italian Night programs bring in approximately
300 community members to celebrate the Italian language and culture. In 2010, our students
celebrated Ii Foiclore Italiano. In 2011, Ii Carnevale di Venezia is the theme for our Italian Night

	

which is to take place on April 29th Members of the board of education as well as the schools'
superintendent and district administrators also attend and speak to the community to express their
support of the Italian program. Guest speakers from Seton Hall University, INICO, and the
Coccia Foundation have been frequent guests of honor.

- How students wiU be assessed in the program
Currently, we use the integrated performance assessment model developed by ACTFL (American
Council on Teaching Foreign Languages) as formative and summative assessments. This model
includes a series of tasks that address the communicative modes outlined in the National Standards.
One task serves as the foundation for the development of subsequent tasks. In this manner,
assessment more closely mirrors real communication, i.e. interpretive leads to interpersonal which
lead to presentational. This research-based model benchmarks students' developing linguistic
proficiency while addressing the other goal areas (culture, connections, comparisons, and
communities). Additionally, each year our middle school students participate in the STAMP Test
(Standards-based Assessment to Measure Proficiency), which assists us in determining student
proficiencies more accurately as well as modifying our instruction to advance student proficiencies.
